nterior Health is building new facilities
and implementing new programs

designed to accommodate the transfer of
150 beds from Riverview Hospital by 2006.

Our tertiary psychiatric care plan is based on putting
best practices into practice within the Southern
Interior of BC. We will implement an evidence-based
model of care provided within a multidisciplinary
environment by highly skilled professions with close
academic links to teaching and research 
programs. Our model will be known for
ethical individualized care based on
partnerships with families and 
individuals with SPMI and 
responsiveness to health providers.

Interior Health’s plan includes:

Phase 1 – South Hills Psychiatric Rehabilitation
Centre

South Hills Psychiatric Rehabilitation Centre was
opened in April 2003 on the North Shore of
Kamloops in a residential community and now
serves 40 clients transferred from Riverview
Hospital. The care provided to these clients is
designed to reduce relapses and re-hospitalization,
re-establish skills and facilitate their return to the
community with improved quality of life.

When ready, clients will be transferred out of
South Hills to either a Family Care Homes, 
Semi-Independent living, Independent Living and
Tertiary Psychiatric residential care beds. To date,
21 clients have been transferred out of South Hills
to appropriate residential settings in both the
Kootenay and Kootenay Boundary regions 
(Harbour House and FW Green) and to facilities in
the Okanagan (Okanagan House).

Phase 2 – Tertiary Acute Care Centre
in Kamloops

Construction will commence in
July 2004 on a new 44-bed
acute tertiary psychiatric center
on the Royal Inland Hospital

site in Kamloops. This facility will be 
complete in August 2005 and will begin providing
observation, assessment and treatment under
both general and intensive care models.

Phase 3 – Tertiary Residential Beds 

To be implemented in phases, complete by 2006,
Interior Health will offer a total of 66 tertiary level
residential beds. These beds will be allocated
throughout Interior Health with 9 beds each in
Cranbrook and Trail, 12 beds each in Okanagan
North and Okanagan South, 11 beds in the
Central Okanagan and 13 beds in Kamloops.
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
